Driving directions:

• From Blackshear – South on Hwy.121 – go 1.5 miles past the Pierce Co. / 
Brantley Co. line (Satilla River Bridge). Turn left onto Saddle Club Road. Go 
1.8 miles to the Maze entrance.

• From Waycross – Go east on Hwy. 82 to the caution light. Turn left onto the 
Raybon Rock Rd. Go 3 miles to Saddle Club Rd. Turn left onto Saddle Club 
Road .8 mile to entrance.

• From Folkston – Go north on Hwy. 121 to intersection with Hwy. 82. Turn right 
on 82 – go two blocks. Turn left by the Shell station onto Raybon Rock Road. 
Go three miles to Saddle Club Rd. Left on Saddle Club Road .8 mi. to 
entrance.

• From Nahunta – West on Hwy. 82 to the caution light. Turn beside Shell 
station onto the Raybon Rock Rd. Go three miles to Saddle Club Rd. Left on 
Saddle Club Road .8 mi. to entrance.
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
